ELA—- By the end of the 2023-2024 school year, HCE will see a 5% increase in the 3™ — 5" grade
students, performing at the proficient and distinguished levels, in the in the area of English Language
Arts, as evidenced by the Georgia Milestones Assessment.

School Safety — By the end of the 2023-2024 school year, HCE will see a 10% decrease in the
number of out-of-school suspensions when compared to the 2022-2023 school year, as a result of the
implementation of Positive behavior Intervention Support (PBIS) structure with fidelity
